Å May 1997: The five ARRT communities (Marlborough, Hudson, 
Stowe, Maynard, and Acton) received $668,000 in state funding to 
acquire the rights-of-ways of the former rail line

Å September 2002: The town of Maynard acquires all necessary land 
rights to allow for the construction of the ARRT

Å October 2004: ARRT volunteers completed a 12 month effort to 
clear and place woodchips on two sections of the trail, each 1000 
feet in length. The woodchips create an interim walking path, until 
the final bike path is built. 

Å November 2011: Maynard/Acton 25% Design completed by AECOM

Å March 2014: Rail road rails removed from length of trail in Maynard 
& Acton
